ADMISSION GUIDELINES
As an all-volunteer, not-for-profit organization our only source of income is donations, and they are always tax-deductible.  As a true no-kill rescue organization, our cats receive excellent medical care while they are with us including not just routine preventative care but also dentals, blood work, surgery, x-ray, or anything else they might need. We strive to provide the best care possible in our medical, nutritional, and living conditions for all Purrfect Haven cats but can only continue to do so with the generous support of the public.

Our requested surrender fees are based on a percentage of the expected level of medical care and procedures that we normally see with cats in that age range (ie senior cats often require additional diagnostic testing, etc.)   This donation in no way fully covers projected medical expenses, not to mention the cat’s daily care while staying with us, but it does help us to continue to operate and save more cats.  

While monetary donations are NOT required they are greatly needed.  If you are unable to afford a monetary donation we ask that you consider small donations of items on our wish list throughout the year, supporting our fundraisers, or donating your time or services volunteering in some capacity.

While you are welcome to submit as many applications as you wish, please be advised that once we have accepted a cat (or litter) from you all further applications will be held at the bottom of the waiting list for 1 year ensuring other people equal opportunity to place cats with PHCR.  Should room for your cat become available within that year, or should we find a home-to-home placement, we will of course contact you and arrange for immediate admission.  As per law, an official health certificate signed by a veterinarian licensed in the originating state must accompany all incoming cats currently living outside of Delaware.
